El Primer Signo de Jesús, el cambio 
del Agua en Vino …  
En las bodas de Caná, María nos 
enseña en qué medida, como Sacer-
dotes, pertenecemos a la Iglesia y cu-
an poco a nosotros mismos. Hasta 
ese momento, incluso durante el ban-
quete, había sido llamada «la madre 
de Jesús» (Jn 2,1-3). Sin embargo, 
desde aquel entonces, se vuelve la 
«mujer» (Jn 2,5). 
En Caná, la «madre de Jesús» le pide 
una manifestación de su papel me-
siánico y de su divinidad. Nuestro Se-
ñor Le contesta que cuando haga un 
milagro y empezará su vida pública, 
entonces habrá llegado su «Hora», la 
Cruz. En el momento en que el agua, 
delante de sus mirada, «se convierte 
en vino», la Beata Virgen desaparece 
como madre de Jesús para conver-
tirse en la Madre de todos los que en 
Él serán redimidos. En la Sagrada Es-
critura ya no se menciona ninguna 
palabra suya. Había pronunciado sus 
últimas palabras en un espléndido 
saludo de despedida que va a dejar 
sus ecos en nuestros corazones hasta 
el fin de los siglos: «Haced lo que él 
os diga» (Jn 2,5).
